Co-op Members Take Care of Business at
Belfalls EC Annual Meeting August 18

he Belfalls Annual Membership
Meeting was a great success this
year with 258 members in attendance.
Also in attendance were employees
and the board of directors from
McLennan County Electric Coop-
erative. The meeting was held at
Flag Hall in Cyclone, with entertain-
ment by Jodi Fannin beginning at
7 p-m. and the meeting beginning
at 7:30 p.m.

The meeting was called to order by
Larry Stock, president of the board.
Director Lemuel Williams gave the
invocation, which was followed by the
national anthem, sung by Jodie Fan-
nin. A welcome was given by attorney
Coke Mills, who introduced directors
from both Belfalls EC and McLennan
County EC, and retired director
Leonard Janke. Other guests included
Jim McCord of McCord Engineering,
Kyle Minnix of Brazos EC, and retired
manager Luther Parks. The official
notice of the annual meeting was then
read by Mills.

Jim Campbell then drew for the
first group of attendance prizes with
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the help of Kenneth Fikes.

Following the distribution of atten-
dance prizes was the approval of min-
utes from the 2005 meeting, reported
by Mills. Another group of attendance
prizes were then distributed.

Rick Haile, interim manager of
Belfalls EC and general manager of
McLennan EC, then gave the man-
ager’s report, with the upcoming con-
solidation talks as the focus of his
discussion. Meetings of the boards of
directors of both cooperatives have
been held since the first of the year.
Haile reassured the membership that
the services will only change for the
better, the office will remain open,
that employees may have different
duties but would retain their jobs, and
there would be long-term financial
benefits for everybody.

The meeting was then turned over
to Mills for the election of directors.
He advised the membership that there
were two positions on the board up
for election: District #2 held by Dan
Foster and District #3 held by Ken-
neth Hollas. After reading the nomi-

nating committee report, he called for
any further nominations from the
floor. There being none, the nomina-
tions ceased and committee nomina-
tions for directors were unanimously
accepted by the membership, thereby
re-electing Foster and Hollas by accla-
mation.

The special speaker was Jim Kauf-
man, regional vice president of CFC,
who addressed the membership on
some of the financial benefits of consoli-
dation. He advised the group that both
cooperatives had been managed conser-
vatively, and their financial condition
was stable. He further pointed out some
of the future benefits that could be ac-
complished with the consolidation.

The drawing for the final group of
prizes was then held, a winner was
selected from those who completed
the consolidation survey, and the win-
ners of the meter lamp and television
were announced. There was a final
call by Mills for any questions or con-
cerns in relation to the consolidation
talks. There were none, and the meet-
ing was adjourned at 8:45 p.m.

INVESTING IN
ELECTRICAL SAFETY

Most shocks and fires from electri-
cal systems can be prevented.
Have your electrical system inspected
if your home is 40 or more years old;
if it is 10 or more years old and you've
completed a major renovation or
installed new major appliances; if
you're the new owner of a previously
owned home; or if you
notice any of the dan-
ger signs listed below.
Fix defects, install
smoke detectors, arc-
fault circuit inter-
rupters (AFCIs) and
ground-fault circuit interrupters
(GFCIs), and check lighting and home
appliances for wear and tear.

Here are just a few hazards to look
out for in your home system:

DIM AND FLICKERING LIGHTS. Arcs and
sparks—flashes of light or showers of
sparks in your electrical system.

SIZZLES AND BUZZES. Unusual
sounds from your electrical system.

OVERHEATING. Overheated wires can
give off an odor of hot insulation;
switchplates or receptacle covers are
hot to the touch or discolored from
heat buildup.

ELECTRICAL SHOCKS. Any shock, even
a mild tingle, may be warning of an
electrical danger.
